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TIERED WAITLIST PRIORITY SYSTEM

TIER 1 — Priority Pick
$300 Waitlist Fee (NON-REFUNDABLE / NOT applied to puppy price)
Benefits:
· FIRST choice of puppies after breeder pick
· Highest priority for color/sex preference
· Priority contact & early updates
· Access to pup selection before public listing
Tier 1 is for committed, serious buyers who want early selection advantage.

TIER 2 — Standard Selection
$200 Waitlist Fee (NON-REFUNDABLE / NOT applied to puppy price)
Benefits:
· Second tier selection after Tier 1
· Good chance of preferred puppy
· Standard communication and updates

TIER 3 — Interest List
$100 Waitlist Fee
Benefits:
· 3rd Pick of litter 
· Only contacted after Tier 1 & Tier 2 buyers
· No promised availability


General Waitlist

$0 Waitlist fee

The General Waitlist does not provide any priority to a puppy in a certain liter. General waitlist buyers will have 4th pick of litter and will be selected by date of waitlist submission. 



BIDDING TIER (Premium Access Auction)
Starting minimum bid: $500 (NOT applied to puppy price)
Bid is paid in addition to puppy price.
Benefits:
· Buyer may bypass Tier 1
· Buyer may claim first pick of entire litter
· Buyer has priority access to the rarest or highest-demand puppy
· Buyer gets selection BEFORE ALL OTHER BUYERS
This is essentially a priority purchase override.

BIDDING RULES
· Bidding is OPTIONAL
· Only available for the first pick slot
· Starting bid is $500
· Bids must increase in increments of at least $100
· Bidding closes at puppy selection time
Winning bidder:
· pays winning bid amount (non-refundable)
· pays full puppy price separately

IMPORTANT LEGAL CLARIFICATION
The bidding fee:
✔ is NON-REFUNDABLE
✔ does NOT count toward puppy price
✔ is NOT a deposit
✔ is NOT transferable
It is purely a priority pick purchase advantage.

HOW IT INTERACTS WITH TIERS
In selection order:
1. Breeder Pick (if retained)
2. Bidding Tier Winner
3. Tier 1 buyers
4. Tier 2 buyers
5. Tier 3 if any remain
So yes — the bidder jumps ahead of Tier 1.

FAILURE TO PAY
If a buyer wins bidding but fails to pay:
· they lose their claim
· they are banned from future bidding
· selection moves to the next eligible buyer




NO PRICE NEGOTIATION
Buyer may not argue price afterward:
“You already got $X from my bid — can I get a discount on the dog?”
NO.
Puppy price remains fixed.
Bid is a separate privilege purchase.

IMPORTANT CLARIFICATION
Waitlist fees are:
✔ NON-REFUNDABLE
✔ NOT credits
✔ NOT partial payments
✔ NOT deductions from final puppy price
These fees secure priority selection position only, not discount or credit.
Final Puppy Price Example:
· Puppy Price: $2,200 (example)
· Tier Fee of any amount: does NOT reduce price
· Buyer still pays full price at purchase

PASSING ON A LITTER
Buyers in Tier 1 or Tier 2 may pass on ONE litter.
Waitlist spots expire after one year of payment. After one year, buyer will have to resubmit submission on waitlist.
Second pass:
· buyer moves to bottom of their current tier
or
· buyer may be removed
(seller discretion)
This prevents backlog & hoarding spots.

TIER MOVEMENT
Buyer may upgrade:
· Tier 3 → Tier 2 (pay $100)
· Tier 3 → Tier 1 (pay $200)
· Tier 2 → Tier 1 (pay additional $100)
Upgraded tier fee is ALSO not applied to final purchase price.

BREEDER RIGHTS
Seller reserves the right to:
· refuse sale
· determine puppy placement
· make final selection decisions for puppy welfare
Breeder always has first pick of all litters.

BUYER AGREEMENT
Buyer understands:
· Waitlist fee is strictly NON-REFUNDABLE
· Waitlist fee does NOT apply to puppy cost
· Placement on list guarantees only selection order access, not specific puppy
· Wait time may vary
